The impressive Salt Lake City Temple 
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Å Site Selection July 1847 

Å Started Construction ς February 14th, 1853 

Å 1858 -  work stopped due to the US Army approaching 

Å Builders used a wooden railroad spur, a canal, special roads, 
and even a uniquely constructed wagon to move the granite 

Å 40 mile Journey, took 4 days a time 

Å Capstone complete, April 6th, 1892 

Å Dedicated, April 6th, 1893 

Å 40 Years of construction
